WORK AS PLAY

Any day that starts ac 5 Ao, and finds one seated at the
desk s'ﬂ;ml'g. after 6:30 s bound 1o be full, Most of Stogt's
daylight honars are spent at a desk, in from of a podinm, o
in meetings. This doesn’t leave much free tme for fun
and games. Nevertheless, be is o great believer in a bal-
anced life.

This became most evident when 510 was at his cottage
horme om the southwest ooast of Wales, where for nearly 50
years he spent three manths of the year, There he took tme
away from London o study and write an the Hookses, a
19th-century farmhowse with sizable grounds that was in
consant need of upkeep ancd repair, (Seon has since sold the
Hiookses.)
